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REFLECTION

One of the titles used exclusively by Jesus to describe
Himselfis “Son of Man.” This title is little understood
by many Christians. While it refers to Jesus’
humanity, it is much more.

The title Son of Man harkens back to the Old
Testament in just two places. In Ezekiel 2:1 we read:
“When I saw (the likeness of the glory of the Lord), 1
fell upon my face, and | heard the voice of one
speaking. And he said to me, ‘Son of Man, stand upon
your feet, and I will speak with you.’”

By using this title, Jesus is indicating the humility and
the smallness of man in comparison to Almighty God.
Ezekiel, a “son of man” is nothing compared to the
Lord of Hosts. Although man is the greatest creation
on earth, he is insignificant in relation to the Creator.
In the second place in the Old Testament where Son of
Man can be found, this title is used in a much different
light. There in Daniel 7:13-14, it is used to indicate a
Messianic figure in glory. Thus we read: “I saw in the
night visions, and behold, with the clouds of heaven
there came one like a son of man, and he came to the
Ancient of Days and was presented before him. And to
him was given dominion and glory and kingdom, that
all peoples, nations, and languages should serve him:
his dominion is an everlasting dominion, which shall
not pass away, and his kingdom one that shall not be
destroyed.”

This “son of man” is a figure of great prominence,
given immense authority and majesty. No one
surpasses him in the glory that is bestowed upon him.
Thus the two connotations of “Son of Man” in the Old
Testament are humility of man and the glorification
that awaits him. This dual nature of humility/glory
continues in the gospels. This is seen most especially
in St. Matthew’s Gospel. Jesus Himself uses these 2
contexts to show that the glory He receives from His
Father comes by way of Jesus’ humility. “Behold, we
are going to Jerusalem; and the Son of Man will be
delivered to the chief priests and scribes, and they will
condemn him to death, and deliver him to the Gentiles
to be mocked and scourged and crucified, and he will
be raised on the third day” (Mt20:18-19).

The Son of Man will be delivered unto death for His
fellow man. But Jesus also proclaims: “When the Son
of Man comes in his glory, and all the angels with him,
then he will sit on his glorious throne” (Mt 25:31).
The title Son of Man, therefor speaks to the extremes
of Jesus’ life and mission: from the depths of human
misery he experienced in His Passion to His exaltation
as the Ruler of the Universe. These two extremes,
however, are not to be separated: they are intimately
united in Christ’s mission.
