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REFLECTION

(We continue this week to look at St. Paul’s letters to
Timothy).

St. Paul’s First Letter to Timothy was written for a
couple of reasons. Timothy was a young convert via St.
Paul’s preaching. This letter could be entitled “How to be
a bishop,” for Timothy had become the bishop of Ephesus.
For St. Paul, the qualifications of a bishop are not worldly
administrative or organizational skills but personal piety
and spiritual strength (3:1-3). There were problems in
Ephesus and some members needed to be disciplined.
Timothy was having a difficult time because he was
young (4:12) and sickly (5:23). St. Paul encourages him
to “fight the good fight of faith” (6:12).

The Second Letter to Timothy was written when St. Paul
was in prison in Rome awaiting execution with no hope of
being rescued. St. Paul writes not to complain but to
encourage Timothy that he too will face persecution not
only from Roman authorities but from false teachers
within the Church. “I charge you in the presence of God
and of Christ Jesus who is to judge the living and the
dead...preach the word, be urgent in season and out of
season” (4:1-2). Timothy is to “share in the suffering as
a good soldier of Christ Jesus” (2:3). The Cross is the
strongest force in the world. Christianity has always
flourished under persecution.

St. Paul also wrote to another young bishop who was his
disciple, Titus. St. Paul writes some good advice to young
Titus who has to organize the Church in Crete. As a
bishop himself, Titus should appoint/ordain other bishops
who are of strong moral character and who practice what
they preach. St. Paul is very strong in writing about
authority (as he does in his other letters). Authority should
not be misunderstood as bullying but speaking in the name
of Christ Who Himself spoke with authority. It is not
might but right. St. Paul’s attitude to false teaching and
practice is not “anything goes” or “burning the heretic”
but being faithful to what Jesus says.
