REMINDER ABOUT BOOKING 
 MASS INTENTIONS 

The Church only allows two days a week to have multiple 
intentions.  We will have as much as twenty intentions for 
Wednesday and Friday Masses.  For the remaining days, we 
will only have one intention per Mass time.  

ASH WEDNESDAY 
Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59 
are obliged to fast on Ash Wednesday and 
Good Friday. In addition, all Catholics 
14 years old and older must abstain from 
meat on Ash Wednesday, Good Friday 
and all the Fridays of the year. 

Fasting means partaking of only one full meal. Some food 
(not equaling another full meal) is permitted at breakfast 
and around midday or in the evening—depending on when 
a person chooses to eat the full meal. Abstinence forbids 
the consumption of meat, but not of eggs or milk products. 
Ash Wednesday is not a day of Mass obligation.  

40 CANS FOR LENT   

HOW DOES IT WORK? 
Collect one can of food per day during the 40 days of Lent, 

which begins on Ash Wednesday, Feb 18th and then one 

extra can per person on Easter Sunday.  Drop off your cans 

any time throughout the Lenten season in the designated 

boxes in the church foyer and they will be distributed to 

those in need.   

During Lent, Catholics are asked to 

alleviate another’s misfortune and 

through the 40 Cans for Lent Program, 

your council can bring the joy of the 

Resurrection to those in need.
