5. Thou shalt respect Church signs (Please turn off all
cell phones and beepers, and not park in the staff
parking lots)

6. Thou shalt observe the 1 hour fast and be reverent
in receiving Communion (gum breaks the fast).

7. Thou shalt not steal from the Church

8. Thou shalt participate in voice and song

9. Thou shalt not disturb thy neighbour

10. Thou shalt not depart Mass early
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MARRIAGE & COMMUNION

Due to the many misconceptions regarding the Catholic
Church and marriage, please note that a Catholic may
marry a non-Catholic in the Catholic Church, without his
or her conversion to the faith. In some instances, a person,
who has been previously married, can also be married in
the Catholic Church after consultation with the priest.

If as a Catholic you’re married outside of the Catholic
Church without the permission of the Church, we
respectfully ask that you refrain from receiving the
Eucharist until your marriage has been validated
(“sacramentalized”) by a Catholic priest or deacon. To
remedy this situation, please call one of the priests to
make an appointment to have your marriage validated.
We are only too happy to bring back to the couple, the
graces necessary to live out their marriage, and to
reconcile them with the graces of the Eucharist.
